IMPACT ON GOVERNMENT DECISIONS



In March, the CES published a vision of the economic strategy for the 
two regions and presented it to the board of the Ministry of 
Reintegration

In August, based on the CES's work, the Cabinet of Ministers approved 
the Economic Development Strategy for the Donetsk and Luhansk 
regions until 2030

To implement the Strategy, CES experts, together with experts from the 
Ministry of Reintegration and MPs, developed a draft law "On the 
introduction of a special regime of economic activity in the priority 
development area in Donetsk and Luhansk regions".

IMPACT | ADAPTIVE QUARANTINE 2.0
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In September, the Cabinet of Ministers adopted amendments to 
Resolution No. 1236 to ease restrictions on vaccination.

In November, it extended the Adaptive Quarantine 2.0 rules to the 
regions in the "yellow zone".

The solutions recommended to the government by the CES and its 
partners subsequently resulted in 3 million additional vaccinated 
citizens (within 5 weeks of the model's implementation), reduced 
economic losses from restrictions, as well as the risks and severity of 
restrictions in the next wave.

According to the NBU's Inflation Report (October 2021), adaptive 
quarantine in the month of the wave's peak yields -0.2 % of GDP 
compared to -0.5 % of GDP in the case of a strict lockdown across the 
country. We have saved the country at least 1% of GDP during the 
pandemic.

In August, the CES and the Ukrainian Healthcare Centre proposed to the government 
"Adaptive Quarantine 2.0", a quarantine model that does not restrict the activities of 
vaccinated individuals or businesses with vaccinated staff.



IMPACT | RENT ON ORE
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We were the first to highlight the change in ore mining rent rates in Draft 
Law 5600 in favour of financial and industrial groups.

Due to the public interest in the topic, amendment No. 97 on 
rent was rejected.

Without this amendment, revenues to the state budget in 2022 
from the ore mining rent could increase by UAH 50-80 million, 
depending on world prices.
